In the Western custom, the knife is used to cut meat and vegetables. T

Thai and Western people hold the fork in the left hands. T

The blade of the knife faces toward the plate. T

People in the West place the knife and spoon at the same side on the table. T

In Thai cooking, the food is too big to fit in the mouth. F

Western people hold the knife in their left hands. F

Western people do not vegetable with the fork. F

After cutting meat, Western people will pick it up with the spoon. F

In the Western custom, there is only one fork on the table. F
