B Rule 1. If the reported speech has 1st person pronoun (e.g., |, we, me, my, mine, us,

our), and the reporting verb has 3rd person pronoun (e.g., he, she, they, it, his, her,

their, its), the pronoun of the reported speech is changed according to the pronoun
(subject) of the reporting verh.




Examples:

B Rule 2. The 1st person pronoun (e.g., |, we, my, our, me, us) of reported speech is not

changed, if the reporting verb has also 1st person pronoun (e.g., I, we) as its subject.

We said, “We saw a joker”. We said that we had seen a joker.

| said, “l finished my work”. | said that | had finished my work.

B Rule 3. The 2nd person pronoun (e.g., you, your) of the reported speech is always
changed according to the ‘object pronoun’ of the reporting verb. In such cases, a

pronoun is given which act as an object in reporting verb. The following examples are

intentionally given with a common sentence for learning the rule.

B Rule 4. The 3rd person pronoun (e.g., he, she, they, it, his, her, their, its, them) of the

reported speech is not changed in indirect speech.




Examples:

She said that he worked in a factory”.

They said, “He has passed the exam”

They said that he had passed the exam.

He said, “She will buy a car”.

He said that she would buy a car.

They said, “She likes coffee”.

They said that she liked coffee.
