Luang" festival. 

It is an ancient festival and colorful. The rocket festival 

is a merit-making ceremony associated with Thai 

traditional beliefs in the supernatural powers that help 

the production of rice crops for the coming planting 

season. It is usually held in the second week of May of 

each year, at the beginning of the rainy season.
