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When describing people, we use the verb ‘to be’ to describe height, body build and age.

Examples: | am tall and slim.
He is overweight/ fat. .
Ann is beautiful.

You are old and thin.

They are young.
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We use ‘have got/has got’ to describe hair colour, hair length and facial features.
Facial features are eyes, eyebrows, nose, mouth, lips, ears, chin, etc.

Examples: She has got long brown hair.

She has got big blue eyes.

She has got a small nose.

She has got freckles and long hair.
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
