1. Use the base form of the verb (the infinitive without "to"). 

Example: Stir, Add, Mix, Pour, Wash, Chop, Boil, Serve, Turn off, etc. 
2. Subject "you" is usually omitted because it is understood. 

Example:  (You) Chop the garlic. 
   (You) Please boil the water first. 

3. For negative commands, add "don’t" before the verb. 
Example:  Don’t touch.  

   Don’t leave the milk on the table. 
4. Sometimes add “please” to make it polite. 

Example:   Please turn off the stove for me. 
    Please help me set the table.

Positive Imperative (ประโยคคำสั่งให้ทำ)     Negative Imperative (ประโยคคำสั่งห้ามทำ) 
          Wash the vegetables.                                                     Don’t use dirty water. 
          Mix the ingredients well.                                                 Don’t touch the hot pan.

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    What is an Imperative Sentence? 
An imperative sentence is a sentence that gives a command, request, instruction, or advice.
