Pollution



Pollution happens when the environment is made 
dirty by waste, smoke, or harmful chemicals. 
There are three main types of pollution: air 
pollution, water pollution, and land pollution.



Air pollution comes from cars, factories, and 
burning fossil fuels like oil and coal. It causes 
dirty air, or smog, especially in big cities. Air 
pollution can make people sick. 



It can cause asthma and other serious health 
problems. It also leads to global warming, which 
increases the earth’s temperature.



Water pollution happens when 
people throw garbage or dirty 
water into rivers, lakes, and seas. 
Sometimes factories release 
poisonous waste into the water. 
This is dangerous for people, fish, 
and other animals.



Land pollution is caused by throwing garbage on 
the ground. Garbage makes the land dirty and 
can destroy the homes of animals and plants.



All types of pollution are caused by humans. If 
we don’t change our behavior, the environment 
will become worse. What can we do to help?
