Go up...

Go straight ahead...

Go along...

Turn left into.... Street/Road
You will pass the...

Cross...

You are going the wrong way. Go back and turn left at the corner.

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Structure: Subject + to be + Preposition + Place

Preposition of places

Preposition Meaning Example
in inside; used with cities, The library is in the school.
countries, and enclosed spaces
on on top of; used with streets and | The flag is on the school building.
surfaces
at at a specific place She is at the school gate.
above above; higher than something, The clock is above the whiteboard.
but with space in between
under below; beneath something The backpack is under the chair.
near close to a place The school is near the market.
next to immediately beside a place The canteen is next to the library.
in front of at the front of a place The playground is in front of the main
building.
opposite located or facing something, The school is opposite the hospital.
usually on the other side
between in the middle of two places The bus stop is between the school and
the hospital.
behind at the back of a place The football field is behind the classroom.
beside at the side of; next to The library is beside the school canteen.
