
 
Concept: We use this structure to show that a person or a thing causes someone else to do 
an action or feel an emotion. (ต้องการบอกว่าประธาน "ทำให้" หรอื "บังคับให้" ใครบางคนทำบางสิ่ง) 
1. Sentence Structure 

Subject + make + someone/something + Verb 1 (Base Form) 
 

2. The Golden Rules 
1. The Second Verb (Verb 1): This verb must be in its simplest form. 

o ❌ NO "s" or "es" (e.g., not makes) 

o ❌ NO "ing" (e.g., not making) 

o ❌ NO "ed" (e.g., not made) 

o ❌ NO "to" (e.g., not to make) 
2. The Main Verb (make): These changes based on the Subject and Time (Tense). 

o Singular Subject (He, She, It): Use makes. 
o Plural Subject (I, You, We, They): Use make. 
o Past Tense: Use made. 

 

3. Examples from Real Life 
Type A: Causing a Feeling or State 

• "Heroes make us feel safe." 
• "Funny stories make children laugh." 
• "Rainy days make me feel sleepy." 

Type B: Causing an Action (Giving a task) 
• "Teachers make students do homework." 
• "Doctors make patients take medicine." 
• "Firefighters make people move to safety." 

 

4. Comparison: Right vs. Wrong 

❌ Incorrect ✅ Correct 
She makes him to cry. She makes him cry. 
My mom makes me cleaning the floor. My mom makes me clean the floor. 
The coach makes us ran fast. The coach makes us run fast.
