Subject + can + Verb 1

| can edit videos.

Negative (-)

Subject + can't + Verb 1

She can't drive a car.

Question (?)

Can + Subject + Verb 17

Can you set up lights?

Short Answer

Yes, (S) + can. / No, (S) + can't.

Yes, | can. / No, she can't.

Q Key Rules for Can & Can’t@

1. Same for All Subjects: You don't need to change can for different people.

-l can

- You can

- He / She / It can

- We / They can

2. Use Simple Verbs (V.1)

Don't add anything to the verb. No -s, -es, -ing.

. He can speak English.

. x He can ~~speaks~~ English.

. x He can ~~speaking~~ English.

3. Short Form (Contraction)

e can't = cannot

e And (+ and +): | can sing and dance.

e But (+ but -): | can sing but | can't dance.
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
