There are three different ways to pronounce the —ed ending:

sound Past Tense pronunciation
/t/ worked ‘t’ sound
/d/ cleaned ‘d’ sound
/id/ started ‘id’ sound

like t as in the word cat. Note that the —e remains silent.

1. After unvoiced sounds such as p, f, s, k, I and tf the final —ed is pronounced
