or trains stop for people to get on or off 
straight (adj./adv.) continuing in one direction without bending or curving: 
through (prep./adv.) moving in one side and out of the other side of  
train (n) a group of railway vehicles that are connected and pulled by 

an engine 
travel (v) to make a journey, usually over a long distance 
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
